Mpilende’s products
have been certified to be compliant
with most of the international qual-
ity management and food production
systems.

The vision of Mpilende Foods (Pty)

through world standard quality food
production and processing, by using
innovative technology that continu-
ously finds new products and ways of
protecting humanity from hunger, dis-
ease and poverty. Their mission is to
provide practical answers for the needs
of impoverished regions in Africa
through technology-driven food pro-
duction and processing.

To achieve its mission, Mpilende
is an active member of the United
Nations Systems Standing Committee
on Nutrition on the Nutrition and
Climate Change eGroup, and an asso-
ciate member of the South African
Alliance Against Malnutrition, which
is the initiative of the South African
Health Department and GAIN.

Mpilende’s product range comprises
instant foods, food supplements (ready
to eat meals), health and energy drinks,
vitamin premixes.

ess of establishing its own in-house
laboratory testing facility for its R&D
section.

Mpilende Foods manufactures
enriched food products for use by dif-
ferent government and humanitarian
aid organisations, wholesale and retail
consumption, with a special interest in
the export of its food products to the
war torn and impoverished African
states as food supplements for malnu-
trition and supplementary food prod-
ucts in response to the escalating food
prices.

Gesundheitssystem:

Es geht vorwarts!

Wie im letzten Bulletin (Nr. 39, Juni 2011) beschrieben, wurde im
Gesundheitsministerium unter die fatale Aera der Ministerin Manto

Tshabalala (,,Dr.

Beetroot*) ein dicker

Schlussstrich gezogen.

Ihr Nachfolger Minister Aaron Motsoaledi geht nach einer kurzen
Planungsphase der konzeptionellen Neuausrichtung in die Offensive.

Als zentrales Grossprojekt wurde
nun die Nationale Gesundheits-
versicherung (National Health
Insurance NHI) ins Lebens geru-
fen. Auf die politische Agenda
wurde diese bereits 1994 gesetzt,
doch es braucht tiber 15 Jahre,
drei Regierungen und fiinf ver-
schiedene Expertenkommissionen
bis nun entsprechende Pline vom
Kabinett im August verabschiedet
werden konnten. Politisch wurde es
an der denkwiirdigen Polokwane-
Konferenz im Rahmen der
Prisidentschaftskandidatur Zuma
erneut mit erster Prioritdt auf die
Agenda gesetzt, und vor allem der
Gewerkschaftsdachverband Cosatu
sorgte dann dafiir, dass es auch
nach der Wahl Zumas nicht mehr
in den Schubladen landete. Die
konkreten Vorbereitungsarbeiten

fiir das vorliegende Reformpaket
gehen auf das Jahr 2009 zurtick.

Das neue System beruht auf fiinf
Grundpfeilern. (1) Eine struktu-
relle Starkung der Erstversorgung
durch lokale und regionale
Arztegemeinschaften und Kliniken
und dadurch Entlastung der iiber-
strapazierten Spitdler als allge-
meine Anlaufstelle von Bagatell-
bis zu Notfdllen. (2) Setzung von
Qualitétsstandards (Zertifizierung)
als Voraussetzung fiir die Abgeltung
der Leistungen durch die neue
staatliche  Versicherung. (3)
Massive Erhohung des Personals
und verstidrkte Qualifizierung.
(4) Einfiihrung einer obligatori-
schen Grundversicherung. (5)
Schaffung eines nationalen NHI
Fonds, der nach wirtschaftli-

chen Grundsitzen organisiert ist
und die Versicherungsleistungen
sowohl an staatliche als auch pri-
vate Gesundheitseinrichtungen
bezahlt. Der Fonds wird durch
den Staatshaushalt, individuelle
Pramien und a.o. Zuschiissen ali-
mentiert.

Fiir die vollstindige Implementie-
rung desneuen Gesundheitssystems
sind 14 Jahre geplant; fiir die
Startphase sind fiinf Jahre vorge-
sehen. Die Gesamtkosten (laufen-
de Ausgaben und die zusétzlichen
Kosten fiir Reformen) werden fiir
2012 mit 125 Mrd. Rand veran-
schlagt, ein Betrag der kontinu-
ierlich bis 2025 auf 256 Mrd. Rand
ansteigen soll.

Trotz massiver Kritik an den
bestehenden Verhiltnissen im
Gesundheitssystems darf nicht
vergessen gehen, dass Siidafrika
vergleichsweise bereits jetzt mehr
aufwendet (9 Prozenten des
Bruttosozialprodukts) als die ande-
ren BRICS Staaten (Stand: 2008):
Brasilien 8%, Russland 5%, Indien
4% und China 4%.
